These rugged three-stage electronic switching
chargers are designed to go anywhere—in any
weather. Their “maintenance” stage ensures that they
can be left on indefinitely, without overcharging or
boiling of electrolytes, keeping the battery fresh and
extending battery life. This design will provide a full 
charge for flooded, AGM or gel-cell batteries.

Input: IEC connector (6-ft power cord included)

Output: 4-ft DC cable, 18 AWG terminated in a 3-pin
XLR-type connector to fit most mobility devices.
